Battle Ground Youth Soccer Club Recreational Scholarship Guidelines
The goal of the Battle Ground Youth Soccer Club Recreational Scholarship program is to provide a means of financial assistance for those recreational players who require additional means of fund raising to help meet the cost of club fees.  
 
Battle Ground Youth Soccer Club has a limited amount of scholarship funds that it awards to Battle Ground families needing financial assistance with club fees.  These scholarships are awarded strictly on need and that player’s family’s volunteer efforts with the club are taken into consideration when scholarship money is distributed.  
Applications are due by June 30th for the coming fall season.  In order to be considered the following criteria must be met:
• The player must be registered with the Battle Ground Youth Soccer Club for the coming season. 
• The player’s family must commit and follow through on 8 hours of volunteering with the club (see below for volunteer opportunities).
• The scholarship application must be turned in on time.
• There is a limit of two scholarship awards per player.  If a player has already received two scholarships, they are not eligible for an additional award.
The BGYSC Scholarship Committee will meet in mid-July to award the scholarships.  Once awarded, those families that receive a scholarship are expected to donate the required amount of time to the club.  Helping to coach a team or participating in team sponsored activities are encouraged and welcome but do not satisfy this requirement.  The club’s Volunteer Coordinator coordinates all volunteer hours.  
The following are some of the tasks that need to be done throughout the season:
	• Field lining
• Field set up - goals and flags
• Goal maintenance - painting goal posts and fixing nets
